Yet we are 

called to be instruments of God our Father, so that our planet might be what he desired when he created 

it and correspond with his plan for peace, beauty and fullness." (#48) 

"We can see signs that things are reaching a breaking point due to the rapid pace of change and

Pope Francis calls us to an "ecological conversion." He urges us to take note of the degradation of our 

planet. Then we can help make it more what God calls it to be as we await the full coming of God's 

glory.
